Postal or Proxy Voting 
 
(1) If unable to or if their preference is not to attend the polling station, any elector may apply for a 

postal or proxy vote. 
 
(2) Applications for new postal votes or amendments or cancellations of existing postal or postal proxy 

votes must reach the office of the Electoral Registration Officer, as undernoted, by 5.00 pm on 
Wednesday, 1 November 2023. 
 

(3) Applications to vote by proxy (not postal proxy), except for emergencies, must reach the office of 
the Electoral Registration Officer, as undernoted, by 5.00 pm on Wednesday, 8 November 2023. 
 

(4) Applications to vote by emergency proxy at this election, on the grounds of a medical emergency 
or for work/service reasons or being detained in a hospital under the civil sections of the Mental 
Health (Care and Treatment) (Scotland) Act 2003 or for Scottish prisoners serving a sentence of 
12 months or less, must reach the office of the Electoral Registration Officer, as undernoted, by 
5.00 pm on Thursday, 16 November 2023.  To apply for an emergency proxy the person must 
have become aware of the reason only after 5.00 pm on Wednesday, 8 November 2023.
