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[bookmark: _Toc146553402]Executive Summary
As part of the process of developing a Play Sufficiency Assessment, the council sought feedback from parents and carers, and children and young people in relation to play in North Lanarkshire via online surveys.
The surveys sought feedback on the perceptions of play spaces in North Lanarkshire and invited children and young people to identify their favourite play space in the area using an interactive map.

Statistics and findings:
Play survey 1 (parents and carers)
· A total of 1,663 responses were received on peoples perception of play space.
· 74.44% of participants were responsible for children on the 5-11 age category.
· 42.93% said their child(ren) go outside to play or hang out with friends several times a week.
· 72.16% of participants said their child(ren) get to where they play by walking, wheeling, cycling, scooting, skateboarding or blading.
· 71.38% had a 10 minute walk or less to where their child(ren) play.
· 44.14% of participants were either quite dissatisfied or very dissatisfied that their child(ren) have access to outdoor play outside of school hours. The most popular response was quite satisfied (26.88%).
· 72.5% of participants agreed strongly or agreed slightly that their local play space was easy to get to by walking or cycling
· The main issues highlighted when asked what participants didn’t like about their child(ren)’s play space were:
· Litter 
· Dog poo in the play space
· Equipment that is broken or has missing has parts
· Dangerous litter, for example glass or needles


Play survey 2 (children and young people) 
· A total of 931 responses were received from children and young people of their perception of play space.
· 68.77% of children and young people responding were in the 5-11 age group
· 31.94% of children and young people responded that they went to play or hang out in public play spaces a few times a week.
· 54.59% of children and young people responded that there was outdoor public play/hang out space near to where they live that they could walk or cycle to on their own or with friends (without an adult).
· 931 responses when we asked children and young people identified their favourite play space on a map-based survey. 
· 68.91% usually get to their favourite play or hang out space by walking, wheeling, cycling, scooting, skateboarding or blading.
· When asked to think about what could make their favourite play or hang out space easier and safer to walk, wheel, cycle, scooting, skateboard or blade to, the most popular responses were:
· Safer, more crossing points (traffic lights, zebra)
· More/Safer/Improve/Repair Pathway
· Closer Areas
· More/Better/Fix Equipment
· Better Lighting
· Maintained Better (Rubbish/Ground/Equipment/Glass/Mud/Grass)
· When asked to think about a space they didn’t like and why, the most popular responses were: 
· Litter 
· Dog poo in the play space

[bookmark: _Toc146553403]Background and objectives
The Planning (Scotland) Act 2019 introduced new statutory duties upon councils to prepare and publish an Open Space Strategy (OSS) and to assess the sufficiency of play opportunities for children in their area. 
A Play Sufficiency Assessment (PSA) must:
a) Be a written report, incorporating maps
b) Show by means of a map, the location of formal play spaces within North Lanarkshire
c) Include statements about the overall
· quality
· quantity
· accessibility
of formal play spaces and informal play spaces in North Lanarkshire
d) Be published electronically
North Lanarkshire Council is in the process of developing our Play Sufficiency Assessment (PSA) to evaluate outdoor play opportunities and experiences for children and young people in North Lanarkshire. 

Our aim is to work with partners, stakeholders and communities to support children’s right to play and to create environments where children and young people can freely play across North Lanarkshire. 

We wanted to hear from as many people as possible and to ensure that the voices of children and young people were heard to give a balanced overview of everyone’s interests and allow us to make best use of the limited resources available. 

To do so, as part of the stakeholder engagement forming part of the Play Sufficiency Assessment study, we carried out two public opinion surveys on play in North Lanarkshire. 

· Play Survey 1 aimed at parents and carers asked for general views, including perception of the quality, quantity and accessibility of play spaces. 
· Play Survey 2 gave an opportunity for children of all ages to tell us more about play spaces which are important to them where they live and to highlight specific play spaces that were important to them. 
For some children, because of their age or circumstance, completing this survey would be challenging. Where this was the case, we asked that adults help groups of children and young people they worked with to respond to questions about their experiences of play, relaxation, and leisure in their local areas. 

These surveys were conducted for 12 weeks from 17 April to 10 July 2023 and were designed to allow us to gain an understanding on the suitability of spaces for children going out to play and hang out, and to understand what spaces were important to children and young people. 

The data collected will be used to find ways of protecting and improving the opportunities, time and space available for playing or hanging out.
[bookmark: _Toc146553404]Survey method
Having decided to use online surveys to get the greatest reach, and giving people to option to contact us where they needed assistance, we decided to use ArcGIS Survey123 for data gathering. 

In addition to allowing us to create, share and analyse questions, this system provided the solution to gathering map-based location data needed to help us identify play spaces in North Lanarkshire that were important to children and young people. 
Play Survey 1 was a questionnaire. The format consisted of 15 questions with some having the option for people to comment and tell us more where their answer was not listed in the options.  

Play Survey 2 was a combination of questionnaire with a map-based question that allowed children and young people, or an adult responding on their behalf, to pinpoint on a map a specific play space that was important to them, and to let us know what they used that space for. 

For both surveys, all multiple select answer options were randomised to remove the potential for answer option order bias. 

Play survey 1 was made available on the council website and promoted via the council’s various social media channels including Facebook, Twitter (currently rebranding to X) and Govdelivery. Play survey 2 was distributed via Education & Families school text system. 




[bookmark: _Toc146553405]Survey results
The total number of responses for each survey is as follows:

Play Survey 1 asking for parents and carers thoughts on the suitability of space in their area for children going out to play and hang out: 1,663 responses.

Play Survey 2 allowed all children and young people of all ages to tell us what they think of where they live, play and hang out and to tell us where their favourite space is: 931 responses.

This report contains charts and tables. Where response percentages do not sum to 100%, this may be due to computer rounding or multiple answers.   
 
Where questions had multiple response options, participants were invited to select as many that applied to them.  

Not every participant responded to every question.
