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	If you are getting the job you will get a formal email from myjobscotland. This is called The Preferred Candidate Notification.
This means we are offering you the job.
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Before you can start there are some things we need to do. These are called pre- employment checks.
These can include: 
· Your bank details (for your wages). 
· HMRC (checklist (for your tax and national insurance).
· Criminal Conviction form (to let us know if you have any previous convictions). This does not always mean you will not be offered the job.
· Health questionnaire.  This is to help us support any needs you have so you can do the job).
· Disclosure – PVG (Protecting Vulnerable Groups).  This is a check that is needed for certain jobs such as care. 
· References.  We will write to your referees, including your most recent employer.
· Additional information (this is proof of your identity and qualifications).
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When we get all the information needed, we will contact you with a start date.
We will then tell you
· The time,
· Date,
· Where to report,
· Who to report to.
